When consumer electronics specialty
retailer Best Buy Canada announced
“U.S. prices” on its hottest sellers last
week, Tim Smith figured he’d be 
getting a good deal on the Sony voice
recorder he wanted.

But when Smith, of Hanover, Ont.
compared the price of the same prod-
uct at a Best Buy store on the other side
of the border, he was surprised to learn
it was still $40 cheaper there.

A Best Buy spokesperson said later
the special “U.S. prices” offer applied
only to some products and that U.S.
prices fluctuate frequently and can’t
always be immediately matched.

Still, Smith says he was so annoyed
he decided not to buy the product.

For Canadian retailers, heading into
what should have been a robust holiday
shopping season, that kind of cross-

border comparison-shopping is prov-
ing to be a major spoiler.

Ever since the loonie hit par with the
U.S. greenback earlier this fall for the
first time in three decades, Canadians
have been eyeing U.S. prices closely
and asking why the same products of-
ten cost so much more in Canada.

As a result, instead of reaping the
benefits of a generally strong economy,
Canadians retailers find themselves
being forced to match what are often
deeply discounted prices in the U.S., as
retailers there grapple with the fallout
from the subprime mortgage melt-
down.

“We’re still predicting between a 4
and 6 per cent increase (in retail sales)
over last year,” Diane Brisebois, presi-
dent and chief executive officer of the
Retail Council of Canada, said in an in-
terview. “Specifically because the
economy is still strong, employment

numbers are still high and consumer
confidence is also very high.”

Debt rating agency Standard & Poor’s
shares that optimism. Citing a general-
ly robust economy, analyst Maude
Tremblay is forecasting 4.7 per cent
higher sales this holiday season, on par
with last year, and better than in the U.S.

“We expect consumer spending in
’07 to be equal or even better than last
year,” Tremblay said. The only niggling
doubt is how much of that money will
be spent in Canada, she said.

Canadian retailers are asking them-
selves the same question.

“There’s no question the Canadian
dollar is a challenge for retailers,” said
the retail council’s Brisebois. 

“While sales may increase 4 to 6 per
cent, we do expect (profit) margins will
be affected negatively,” Brisebois said.

The Hamilton area is forecast to escape
the country’s deep freeze this winter.

Environment Canada says the 
region is expected to escape from the
coldest winter to hit Canada in almost
15 years .

Temperatures between December
through February are to be  below nor-
mal over most of Canada, but temper-
atures in southwestern Ontario, in-
cluding Hamilton, and small pockets
of northern Canada are expected to
just remain normal.

“It is somewhat remarkable that
we’re seeing the same situation from
coast to coast to almost coast — from
Vancouver Island to Bonavista, Nfld.,
we’re showing the country as being
colder than normal,” senior climatolo-
gist David Phillips said yesterday. 

“The last time Canada had a signifi-
cantly cold winter was back in 1994,
more than a decade ago, and this may
very well rival that one in terms of
coldness.”

The winter of 1994 started with a
bang and Canadians across the coun-
try shivered through temperatures as
cold as -42C — before factoring in
wind chill. 

Environment Canada’s forecast for
precipitation suggests much of the
country is due for normal amounts of
snow, although some cities could get
more than usual, including Calgary,
Regina and Toronto.

Hamilton won’t escape winter. En-
vironment Canada issued a winter
storm watch for the city last night,
recommending people be on the look-
out for adverse weather conditions
and take the necessary safety precau-
tions. 

Snowfall is anticipated to hit 15 cen-
timetres tonight and snow is predicted
for tomorrow.

Phillips said the cold weather is be-
ing triggered in part by lower than nor-
mal temperatures in the Pacific Ocean.

A taste of
winter as it
used to be
Snowy, cold season 
predicted, but Hamilton
might be hotspot

The bats are back in town.
After a three-year lull with no rabies-

infected bats outside of laboratories, the
city has had five positive tests this year.

More than 1,500 people in Hamilton
have potentially been exposed to rabies
this year, surpassing last year’s expo-
sure total of 1,448.

Susan Harding-Cruz, manager of
West Nile Virus and rabies control for
the city, said potential exposures could
include anything from someone bitten
by a dog on a leash to people who wake
up with a bat flying in their room.

“Those are all potential exposures.
So they’re exposures (but it) doesn’t
mean they were exposed to truly rabid
animals,” she said.

In the three-month period from July
to September, there were 802 cases of
potential human exposure to rabies.

No actual human cases of rabies have
been discovered.

According to Harding-Cruz, the
typical bat season runs from around
late July through August each year.

That’s the time the creepy
critters may seek refuge in the main
body of a house, rather than staying in
the attic or between the walls.

In August, public health officials 
issued a warning about bat rabies say-
ing there had been recent reports from
more than 140 people about bat expo-
sures in their homes.

Harding-Cruz said the primary rea-
son for the increased number of po-
tential rabies exposures this year is
probably the bats. Numbers for re-
ported exposures have been steadily
climbing since at least 2003, when 997
potential exposures were reported.

“We haven’t evaluated it to see why
more people are reaching us,” Hard-
ing-Cruz said, “whether they’re just
reaching us or whether exposures have
actually been going up.”

The last time bats that were not in a
laboratory in Hamilton tested positive
for rabies was in 2003, with six coming
up with the disease.
